Four Aspects of Gender
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1) Assignment – the gender we are at birth, male or female.

2) Role- behaviours, mannerisms, and traits dictated by society that are associated with

    being male or female. Ex. Males are “suppose to be” strong and masculine.
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3) Identity – what we think our gender is at any given time. Most people don’t question
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whether or not they are male or female but some do. Ex. Josie, born a boy but

by age seven he dressed like a girl, did “girl” things, and believed that he was a girl inside.

4) Attribution – the gender we assign people when we first meet them based on cues from
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society’s expectations of how females/males should look and act. Ex. If you were to see someone dressed in a skirt who was also wearing high heels and make up you would think that the person was a female.

Gender bending- when someone bends or breaks society’s expectations/rules of what is

considered masculine or feminine. Ex. Before the 1960s women wore skirts and dresses. If a woman wore pants she was considered “less feminine”.
Gender Stratification- describes the unequal distribution of wealth and power between males, females, and other genders. Throughout history societies tend to be dominated by males. All other genders have been considered below the status of males.
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
