Future Wheels Assignment

Outcome: 4.1 demographic trends of youth transitioning to adulthood.

What happens today will have an effect on tomorrow. See an example of what a “Future Wheel” looks like. The topic is always the centre circle or wheel (example: Climate). Different effects (primary effects) that take place surround, and are connected to, the topic (less snow, shorter winters, populations move, fewer winter sports, etc). Each effect might lead to one or more other effect (secondary effects). For example: less snow leads to less water. This might also have another effect (tertiary effects). For example: less snow leads to less water which leads to draught which then leads to less food, etc. 

Your assignment is to pick any two of the topics from the list below and gather information about each topic. This is an individual assignment Not a group effort.Then:
1) Using create a visual (Future Wheel) to give viewers an idea of trends involving youth who are transitioning to adulthood. 

2) Make one Future Wheel for each of your two topics.

3) At the bottom of each of the Future Wheels write a concluding statement on what effects this might have on Canadian families and society as a result of your findings. 

Criteria:

You should have at least four primary or immediate impacts (see diagram) and each of these four impacts should have one or more secondary impacts (impacts that happen as a result of the primary impact). From the secondary impacts (effects) you should have one impact (tertiary impacts or a third impact ) resulting from the secondary impact. 
Topics: 

1. Children not marrying because they choose to stay to look after their parents.

2. Families living together with multiple generations in same household (ex. children, parent(s), aunt/uncle, or grandparent(s). 

3. Children (18-25 yrs) moving away for post secondary education (community college/university, etc).

4. Children (18-25 yrs) moving away for work.
