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Social Groups Intro.
Groups help shape who we are.

A social group is a group of people who:

· share their lives

· have specific goals

· sometimes have specific criteria before one can belong to some groups (ex. Cheerleaders must go through try outs, student council)

· have social boundaries which must be maintained

· cohesion is important because they must work together as a group 

· co-operation and teamwork is essential in some group situations

· norms are followed in order to meet goals

· there is always a possibility of conflict (personalities vary)

The Bystander Effect or Apathy- when people are in groups and somebody needs help if nobody shows any empathy or assistance the chances are that nobody will respond. People will avoid helping others.
Conformity is essential for social stability.
