Notes on Fads:

Fad – 
a temporary but widely copied activity followed enthusiastically by large numbers 

of people

Object fad – items that people purchase despite the fact that they have little use or 



value (eg. Beanie babies, Pokemon, etc.)

Activity fad – things we do 



(eg. Body piercing, raves, Facebook, etc.)
Idea fad – New Age ideologies



(eg. Feng Shui, The DaVinci Code, “The Secret”, etc.)

Personality fad – celebrities, icons




  (eg. Britney, Paris, J-Lo, Tiger Woods, etc.)

Fashion – currently valued style of behaviour, thinking or appearance that is longer 


     lasting than a fad 



(eg. baggy jeans, thin figure, etc.)
