Intersex-  a person having both sex organs

In India, the Hijra (commonly called "eunuchs"), comprising intersex, transgender and other gender-nonstandard people, form a community with a clear role. They are discriminated against depite the fact that India has three accepted Genders- male, female, and Hijra or Trans-gendered.
In biology, a hermaphrodite is a plant or animal that has reproductive organs normally associated with both male and female sexes.

Gender identity – some believe that biology plays a role in whether someone feels that he/she is female or male.
