Go to the web site: www.viarail.ca and research a special VIA rail tour in an area of Canada.  
How?  When you get to the site, go to the bottom of the page to Canadian Train Tours and Other Canadian Vacations – Trainpackages.ca.   Complete a search using the information you desire, and then choose a tour package. *Remember, your package MUST BE IN CANADA!
 

Find the information to answer the following questions:
a) Name of Tour
b) Number of days / nights
c) Cost in Canadian dollars *if available (If the exact prices aren’t available, indicate the different price categories)
d) Brief description of what the tour includes (in your OWN WORDS!)
e) Any restrictions (i.e. when you can go, etc.)

Part D:  Intermodal Trip: List all the websites you used to avoid plagiarism
You are to book a trip from here (Halifax) by surface transportation (car rental or bus) to the Moncton Airport.   From the Moncton Airport, you are to book a flight to either Florida (choose a coastal city) or a country on the Mediterranean Sea. From that location, book a cruise to visit sites in the Caribbean or Mediterranean respectively.

1.                  For the bus / car rental phase include:

iii)    What company you are renting the car from or what bus company you are using.
 

2.                  For the airplane flight phase, be sure to indicate:
i)        The airline(s)
ii)      Departure and arrival day and time(s)
iii)    Any stopovers
iv)    Cost 
 

3.                  For the cruise phase of the project indicate:
i)        The departure time and day
ii)      A brief itinerary of where the ship is going
iii)    The cost
