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Society-


Large social grouping.

Global Interdependence-
Relationships in which the lives of people are intertwined, all nations problems are part of a larger global problem.

Sociological Imagination-
Gives the ability to see relationships between individual experience and the society. Distinguishes between public and personal issues.

Theory-
Set of logically interrelated statements that attempt to describe, explain, and predict social events.

Hypothesis-


Tentative statements of a relationship between two or more

concepts
Perspective-


Overall approach or viewpoint toward a subject.
Symbol-


Anything that meaningfully represents something else. Ex.

A gold ring on left hand, 3rd finger, represents marriage.
Macrolevel Analysis-
Examines whole societies, large-scale social structures, and systems. (Canadians or Haligonians) 
Micolevel Analysis-
Focuses on small groups rather than large-scale social structures. (residents of Millwood Drive, you, your friends. 
Social Darwinism-
Belief that a species of animals and humans that best adapt to the environment survive, and prosper. Those that don't, die out.

Urbanization-
Process where people move to cities rather than rural (the country) areas.
Industrialization -
the process by which societies are transformed from dependence on agriculture and hand produced goods to an emphasis on manufacturing and related industry. (a shift from farming to factory)

Class Conflict-
Struggle between capitalist class and the working class.
Quantitative Research Model- Goal of this research is scientific objectivity and the focus

  is on date that can be measured numerically.

Qualitative Research Model-  Goal is to provide interpretive description (words) rather

than statistics, and to analyze underlying meanings and

patterns of social relationships
 Ethnicity-
the cultural heritage or identity of a group of people

based on factors such as country of origin, language, etc

Gender- 
culturally accepted ideas about what being male (the bread winner, father, authority figure, etc) and/or female (house cleaner, nurturer, caring, etc) OR how a person identifies themselves (male, female, transgendered, etc)
Sex-
the biological and/or physical differences between males and females.

Positivism -
a belief that the world can best be understood through SCIENTIFIC INQUIRY. 

Social facts-
Patterned ways of feeling, acting, thinking, and that exist outside any one individual. (fact)

Class conflict - 
struggle between capitalist class (rich) and the working class (less rich).

Social solidarity-
when there are shared beliefs and values among a social group. (a kinship or sense of togetherness)

The Power Elite-

is a small group of people who control a huge percentage of wealth or political power.

Validity-
whether or not the study or research accurately measures what it had set out to measure.

ANDROCENTRICITY-
Viewing things from only a MALE PERSPECTIVE.
