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Graffiti 
– form of communication to claim a territory, send messages, threats and challenges

Clothing 
– similar item of clothing is worn by all gang members. For example: In Los Angeles, Bloods wear red bandanas and the Crips wear blue bandanas.
Tattoos 
– symbols or words to show gang membership and intimidate rivals

Slang 


– words created by gangs

Hand signals 
– form of communication, flashing messages without words.

Initiation Rituals 
– to join one must be initiated (eg. beaten by gang members, drive by shootings, rape, armed robbery, etc.)
